Clinic Format:

April 20 & 21:  Levels 2-3-4 Combination.  Two day of PURE PARELLI working with students at their present level then advancing them to the next.
April 22, 23 & 24:  Natural Introduction to Ranch Horse Versatility.  Pat Parelli is extremely high on taking our horsemanship out in the world by showing all the amazing things that we can do.  Ranch Versatility fits right in with his dream.  Dave will show you how to take your skills and apply them to this fastest growing equine sport in the U.S.  Some of the skills we’ll cover include:
1. Ranch Conformation.  Best way to present your horse to a judge

2. Ranch Riding.  Just as Pat Parelli says, “The best horses walk fast, trot medium, lope slow.”  We’ll help you help your horse with purity of gait, respect, impulsion, and flexion.

3. Ranch Trail.  All the great on-line things we’ve been doing will be advanced from the side of zone 3 to the top of zone 3, allowing us to easily drag a slicker, open a mail box, cross a bridge, open a gate, etc.

4. Working Ranch Horse.  We’ll use some cattle simulations at first; then bring in the cattle and learn to hold a cow at a spot at the end of the arena; then move on down the side; then circle the cow.  We’ll explore the elements of smooth circles, straight lines, smooth transitions up and down and lead changes.
5. Ranch Cutting.  We’ll explore the elements of ranch cutting by separating one cow from the herd and hold it away from the herd.

It will be great fun for your horse and for you.  There currently are several Ranch Versatility organizations throughout the U.S.  The folks who ride in them are just regular folks like us, and all have a lot of fun.  And YES, you can do this in an English saddle.

Horses:

The State of California requires all horses entering the state to have a Negative Coggins within the last 12 months.  This test takes some time, so if traveling from out of state, please plan ahead.  Your horse should be healthy and in good shape – you will be in the saddle most of the day.  
Horsekeeping:
Please try to arrive before dark as it makes it easier to find your way around. The stalls are covered.  If you need or want shavings they are available to purchase for $10.00 per bag, or you can bring your own.  Bring a water bucket and your feed. 

You are responsible for cleaning your own stall daily and before you leave.  If stalls are not clean upon departure you will be charged an additional $25.00.

If you need to purchase hay or shavings, the local feed store, Shasta Feed 530-347-6033 has hay and shavings available.
